Maintain or alter any item for AerSale Repair Station Located in the AerSale 
which the Repair Station is rated. Manual, Section 1. Repair Station Manual, Section I . 

b. The certificate holder may not perform continuous operation at a faci lity other than the 
station's Fixed Location listed in paragraph AOOI , and paragraph A IOI if issued. 

c. Line Stations . Privileges of a line station, as set forth by the EASA certificate and scope of 
work and located within the country where the main facility is domiciled are listed in Table I are 
authorized. 

d. Work may be due to a special circumstance or on a recurring basis. If on a recurring basis, the 
repair station must have procedures in its manual.
